The research should focus on the history and culture of Georgia and one (or more) of its neighbours (Armenia, Azerbaijan, North Caucasus, Türkiye, Iran). Preference will be given to those in early to mid-career (ie. aged 25-45, withing 15 years of completing their doctorates) and to applications with co-funding (in cash and/or in kind), to applications for less than the £1600 maximum and/or where costs are reduced by borrowing equipment rather than buying it. Those who have previously received a FaRiG research grant may not apply for five years.

Please fill in this form in English. Your research, of course, can be done in any language, but we require publishable material in English upon completion. It should focus on a topic of Georgia’s unique culture and heritage which needs to be brought to the attention of a wider audience (ie. outside as well as inside Georgia)
